	Solutions or actions:
	1. Orin Weir is a barrier to upstream-migrating walleye, and would likely be an upstream barrier to re-introduced sauger that would over-winter in Glendo Reservoir.  Develop passage for upstream migration past Orin Weir.
2. Evaluate potential for sauger reintroduction. 
3. Evaluate removal of Morton Diversion Dam.
4. Continue negotiations with Bureau of Reclamation to provide for fishery concerns as part of their operational plans.
5. Follow the current mitigation policy of no loss of habitat function. No significant declines in species distribution or abundance. Recommend mitigation measures that result in no net long-term loss of habitat function, species distribution or abundance
6. Fish barrier evaluations.
7. Control invasive non-native species.


	Additional Information:
	The North Platte River between Orin bridge and Glendo Reservoir supports a sport fishery for native channel catfish, as well as trout and walleye angling.  Sauger have been extirpated from the North Platte River.  Orin Weir is a barrier to upstream migration from Glendo Reservoir. Spillway structures within Glendo Wetlands are velocity barriers to fish that would try to move upstream.
